They will participate in 

discussion-based classes with artist faculty, away from the piano, meant to encourage musical and 

intellectual growth in a challenging, rewarding environment. Additionally, participants will have two 

performance opportunities: the first will feature chamber-music excerpts with members of our resident 

Delphi Trio, and the second will feature solo performances, all on the stage of the Festival's main 

performance venue, the Belbas Theater.

A very special component of the Young Artist Program will include scheduled social engagements 

between the participants and Dakota Sky guest artists. These engagements will provide a rare 

opportunity for the participants to interact with, learn from, and be inspired by the guest artists in an 

informal, intimate environment

Audition materials will include a recording of three works in contrasting styles, a letter of 

recommendation, reference, biography and photo, plus completed application form and $50 

application fee. If selected, the application fee will go towards the tuition of $850, plus room and 

board.

Gregory DeTurck is a graduate of the Juilliard 
School and the Eastman School of Music, where 
he studied with Julian Martin and Thomas 
Schumacher, respectively. As the winner of the 
2010 William Petschek Award, he gave his 
formal debut recital at Alice Tully Hall.  Gregory 
has appeared as a soloist with the Los Angeles 
Philharmonic, the Minnesota Orchestra, the 
Philadelphia Orchestra, and the Rochester 
Philharmonic Orchestra; other appearances 
include Gershwin’s Rhapsody in Blue at the 
Forbidden City Concert Hall with the International 
Festival Orchestra Beijing, and Thomas Ades’s 
Concerto Conciso with Ensemble ACJW in 
Zankel Hall with the composer as conductor.

Pianist Jeffrey LaDeur enjoys an increasingly 
busy career as concerto soloist, recitalist and 
chamber musician.

Concert Hall and Town Hall (New York), Orange 
County Performing Arts Center (Costa Mesa).
